First Days at School

What they will need:
• Uniform – navy jumper/cardigan, yellow 

polo shirts, grey bottoms, black shoes. *
• PE Kit – dark shorts, dark tracksuit 

bottoms, plimsoles and/or trainers. 
• Indoor shoes – this could be slippers or 

plimsoles. 
• Wellie boots – for outside play on wet 

days
• Spare clothes – if this is appropriate

• All items of clothing MUST be clearly 
named. We cannot be responsible for any 
missing items of clothing.



What we will give them
On their first days of school, your 
children will receive:

• a school book bag

• A PE t-shirt in their house colour

• A school water bottle
Children will receive one of each of 
these initially. Any replacements can 
be purchased by contacting our 
school office.
